Do You Remember When....?

Since opening in April of 1962, the
DeWitt Community Library has seen
tremendous change. Here are just a few
highlights from our fifty year history.

1962: We opened in the ShoppingTown
plaza with just 600 books.

1973: The Library moved to the lower
level of ShoppingTown Mall.

1978-1979: The staff was busy putting
barcode labels on library items to prepare
for its first automated system.

1982: The Library acquired one Apple 11
computer - our first public access com-
puter - with a donation from Omnifax and
DeWitt Rotary.

1986: Voters in the Jamesville-DeWitt
School District were able to vote on the
Library budget for the first time.

1995: The Library underwent an exten-
sion renovation, adding space for the teen
area and remodeling the Children’s Room.

2000: The Friends of the DCL was
founded.

2001: We launched our first web site
and computer network.

2004: The Library added a second meet-
ing room facility.

2008: Due to the Mall’s expansion
plans, the Library was moved to its cur-
rent location as a temporary home while
trustees search for a permanent facility.

2010: The DCL Board of Trustees initi-
ated an extensive strategic planning pro-
cess to develop a road map for the future
of the Library. Over 600 people contrib-
uted feedback.

2011: The DCL is the first library in the
county system to offer Nook e-readers
with pre-loaded content.

Kindle eBooks from
@onnec tology|Your Library

Did you get an Amazon Kindle

eReader for the holidays? The
Library offers ebooks that are compatible with the Kindle. All you need is a
library card, pin number, and your Kindle! Here’s the process for checking
our a library ebook for your Kindle:

e Visit www.dewlib.org and click on the Library Catalog.

e Look for the “Downloadables” Tab near the top of the page, and click
on it.

e Search for ebooks by title or author.

e Once you find an ebook, check the Format Information for the Kindle
edition.

e Ifthe item says, “Add to Cart,” you can check it out using your library
card and pin number. If it says, “Add to Digital Reserve List,” you
may place the item on hold and will be notified by e-mail when it’s
available.

e Once you’ve check out an ebook, click the “Get for Kindle” button.
This opens the Amazon.com website. You may be required to sign in
with your Amazon.com account if you are not already logged in.

e Select your Kindle device or the Kindle reading app. Click the “Get
Library Book” button and sync your device or app to download the
book, or choose to send it to your device via a USB. A Wi-Fi connec-
tion is required for wireless delivery to your Kindle.

Look for our Library’s tutorials on downloading to your Nook and Kindle;
these free sessions will be held at the Library. In the meantime, check
Amazon’s help pages or visit the DCL website’s Electronic Devices page.
