In December, 2010, DeWitt Commu-
nity Library Board unanimously
approved a proposed 2011 budget that
controls costs and allocates resources
where they are most needed. The
Town of DeWitt did not allocate fund-
ing for the Library in fall, 2010, so
taxpayer funding will constitute
a greater percentage of our budget
income.

The Library’s 2011 budget proposal
seeks a modest 4% increase in tax-
payer funding to allow the Library to
maintain its high level of service. This
modest increase will offset the loss of
Town funding, but will actually result
in a small overall decrease in Library
income compared to 2010 levels.
