MAY BUDGET VOTE—

DON’T FORGET TO VOTE!

From the Desk of the Executive Director

The primary source of the Library’s fund-
ing is voted on by you, Jamesville-Dewitt
School District residents. The Library
historically received an annual grant from
the Town of DeWitt, but we have lost
Town funding, and taxpayers’ contribu-
tions now constitute more than 90% of our
annual income.

The DCL proposition on the May 15™ bal-
lot is for an additional $47,117. This
equals an increase over the 2011 budget
proposition of less than 4%. With this
small increase, taxpayer funding will fi-
nally ‘catch up’ with loss of Town fund-
ing and compensate for the reduction in
OCPL system aid to member libraries.
The total will be slightly higher than our
2010 Town/Taxpayer funding level.

If approved, the increase would mean that
the family with a home valued at
$100,000 would pay a library tax rate of
approximately $79.21 which equals an
increase of $2.92, or about the same as a
large Starbuck’s coffee

This small increase, which means pennies
more per day for most residents, will
allow the Library to continue providing
the services and programming that its pa-
trons have come to expect.

Please take the time to vote on the Library
Budget Proposition on Tuesday, May 15,
2012. The vote is held at the Jamesville-
DeWitt High School Main Gym Foyer
from 7am to 9pm, the same day and place
where you vote for the Jamesville-DeWitt
School District budget.
