Community Library will hold 

their Annual Meeting at the  

Library on Wednesday, Janu-

ary 19 at 7:00 pm.  This brief 

meeting will be held in the DCL 

Friends Meeting Room prior to 

our guest speaker/entertainer. 

 

Join us for Syracuse China Rides the Rails!  Dennis Connors, 

curator of history for the Onondaga Historical Association, will 

present a look at the Syracuse China Company.  For well over a 

century, the dinnerware produced by the Syracuse China com-

pany reflected the ever evolving lifestyles of America. 

 

The Syracuse China Company can trace its roots to the small 

Geddes pottery firm of Williams Farrar, founded in 1841.  

Through the ceramic skills and manufacturing vision of James 

Pass, Syracuse China developed America’s first true vitreous 

china in 1888.  This highest grade of chinaware was previously 

the domain of European potteries.

The DeWitt Community Library is just one of 

three libraries (so far) which have uploaded digital images 

taken from their local history collections.   

 This initiative serves to maintain a digital copy for 

easy access by the public.  Among the first images we’ve 

uploaded are pictures of the Library’s original location, 

what library cards looked like in the 1960s, and two of the 

Library’s anniversary celebrations. 

 To view images from our collection, select 

“Browse” on the CNYHeritage homepage.  Click on the 

“Browsing item(s) in” box that appears near the upper left 

corner and choose DeWitt Community Library.  Then click 

go. 

 “CNY Heritage is a regional digitization project for 

Onondaga, Oneida, Madison and Herkimer counties in up-

state New York.  The project is administered by the Central 

New York Library Resources Council (CLRC).   CNY 

Heritage seeks to continue the CLRC philosophy of re-

source-sharing to include digital resources held within the 

region.  The goal of this project is to enhance access to 

digital resources created from collections of historical ma-

terials in CNY’s libraries, archives, and museums.”
